For Your Best Tutoring Visit

Welcome to Delta College’s Teaching/Learning Center, the nation’s best learning support center!  We offer tutoring across the curriculum for most academic courses from the 090 through the 200 level.  For the most useful and productive tutoring visits, you should:

Visit the T/LC as soon as you run into difficulties, even if it’s the first day of class!  The sooner you tackle a problem the easier it is to solve. 

Prepare for your tutoring session.  Read your text, write the draft of your essay, do some of the homework problems.  The tutor can’t help you with a blank page. 

Bring your textbook, syllabus, tests, notes and handouts, your current assignment, and previous papers or other work— anything and everything you would bring to class!

Understand that walk-in tutoring will often be group tutoring. Most students find group tutoring helpful because they can share questions and methods for learning. 

Remember some times of day, days of the week, and midterm and finals weeks are very busy at the T/LC.  Plan your visits, and don’t wait until the last minute before class or test to see a tutor!

What to expect on your visit

The receptionist will ask for your Delta student ID and the name of the course you want help with. The T/LC provides tutoring only for students enrolled in academic courses for the current semester.

The receptionist will sign you in, give you a yellow card, and seat you at a table.

A tutor will work with you as soon as one is available after you arrive. 

The tutor will ask questions and make suggestions.  

The tutor will rotate among students.  
You can expect to be seated and to work with other students who are in the same or a similar course.  

What tutoring can’t do

"The T/LC will do my work for me!”-- The T/LC is not a fix-it shop. We do not do your math homework, your research, or your proofreading. We will help you understand the concepts used in your math homework, show you a process for doing research, and point out some errors you need to proofread for. Remember: "The goal of tutoring is to create independent learners." 
"I can just go to the tutoring center if I miss class."-- Tutoring is not teaching. It cannot and does not substitute for attending class and doing your homework. If you miss class, you need to see your instructor. Then we’ll be happy to help you with questions about your make-up work.
 “I can get all the private help I want.”-- We cannot provide tutors for all subjects at all times. Because the T/LC is a walk-in center, a tutor cannot work only with you for an extended time.
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
